How to Download items for your Sony Reader Wi-Fi
Downloading items to your Sony Reader Wi-Fi does not require the use of a computer or extra software such as Adobe Digital Editions. You can download library books directly to the Sony Reader whenever you have Wi-Fi access.
Overview
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	Connect to a Wi-Fi network.
	Create a Reader Store account. 
	Tap [Public Library] on the second page of the Home screen and search for Strathcona County Library.
	Search or browse for a title you are interested in. Check it out and download the book.
	Press the Home button, then find the item under [Recently Added].

	1. Connect to a Wi-Fi network, if your Sony Reader has not done so automatically. 
Older readers (Fall 2012 and older): Press the Home button ([image: image1.jpg]


), then tap [image: image2.jpg]


 to go to the second page, then tap [Settings], then tap [Wireless Network Settings]. 
Newer readers (December 2012 and newer): Press the Home button ([image: image3.jpg]


), then tap the Applications button (
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) in the lower right-hand corner, then tap [Settings], then tap [Wireless Network Settings]. 

All models: Make sure there is a check mark in the box next to [Wi-Fi] (tap the box to add the check mark), then tap [Wi-Fi Settings] to bring up a list of available Wi-Fi networks. Tap the network you wish to join and follow the instructions on-screen if the network requires a password. More detailed instructions can be found in the User Guide which comes pre-loaded on the Sony Reader or in the “Quick Start Guide” that accompanied the Reader.
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If you are using your Reader in the library, the Wi-Fi network is “Library-Public” and you will need to “Click to agree” to our Internet Usage Policy. In order to do this, you may have to open the browser and attempt to navigate to another page.



2. Go to the Reader Store and create an account. You only need to do this once (if you have already created an account you may need to log in to your Store account). Press the Home button ([image: image6.jpg]


), then tap [Reader Store].  Tap “Create Account” and enter the requested information. This will automatically authorize your Reader with an Adobe ID. 
3. Return to the Home screen by pressing the Home button ([image: image7.jpg]


). 
Older readers (Fall 2012 and older): Tap [image: image8.jpg]


 to go to the second page, then tap [Public Library].
Newer readers (December 2012 and newer): Tap the Applications button (
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) in the lower right-hand corner, then tap [Public Library].
All models: Search for Strathcona County Library and tap on the search result. You may want to bookmark the Strathcona County site (tap the heart [image: image10.png]


) so that you can find it easily later.
4. Search or Browse for a title you are interested in. Tap “Add to Cart” and follow the on-screen prompts to check out the title. You may receive a security error at some point during this process- this is nothing to worry about, you can tap the prompt to proceed.
5. Download.  Tap the link to download the file. A small icon ([image: image11.png]


) will appear in the status bar in the top left corner of the screen to indicate that the title is downloading. The icon is small and easy to overlook, so check the status bar in the top left corner before trying to download the item again, as you may end up downloading multiple copies of the file to your Reader. Once the download has been successfully completed, a check mark will appear next to the downwards arrow in the status bar ( [image: image12.png]vo



). 
6. Return to the Home screen and tap on the item under either [Recently Added] or [Books] (the item will appear in both locations).


How to Return Items Early on your Sony Reader 
Borrowed e-books from the library can be returned early if you are finished reading them. 
Older Sony Reader WiFis: To return an item early, press the Home button ([image: image13.jpg]


) and tap [Books]. 
Newer Sony Reader WiFis: To return an item early, press the Home button ([image: image14.jpg]


) and tap [Bookshelves]. 

All models: Use the Menu button ([image: image15.jpg]


) on the bottom right of the Sony Reader and a menu will appear. Tap [Return Books]. 

An empty check box will appear next to each library book on your Reader. Tap each box to place a check mark in the boxes of the items you wish to return (you can return multiple items at one time). Tap “Done” in the top right corner. The items will be returned to the library. The item will appear in SCL’s digital collection again so others can download it, and it will also disappear from your Items Out.
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To delete the item without returning it (for example, if you want to keep reading it on another computer or device) tap [Delete Book] instead of [Return Books].

Note: If you are having problems using the wireless function of your Sony Reader, or if you do not have wireless internet at home, you can also use the free Reader software that comes with your Sony Reader to download library books and transfer them to your reader. 


To do this, visit SCL’s Digital Downloads site at � HYPERLINK "http://sclibrary.lib.overdrive.com/" �http://sclibrary.lib.overdrive.com/�. Find a book you are interested in and check it out. Click the “Download” link, and then click “Open.” Your book will open in the Reader software and you can transfer it as you usually would.
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
