3) This will bring up a new window with the Auto Repair homepage (http://arrc.ebscohost.com/?key=10.1.20.22_8000_889580166&site=arrc). If you are accessing the database while using the internet stations within this library branch, you will be able to immediately access the search options. However, if you are accessing the database from a personal computer or device, you will need to log in by entering your library card number. 
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4) Once you are at the initial search page, follow the steps to select your vehicle’s year, make, and model by clicking on the arrows in the drop-down menus provided. [image: image4.jpg]Auto Repair Reference Center
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5) Once you have chosen your year/make/model, a list will come up with the variations of that vehicle that came out that year (i.e., submodel, engine type, liters, etc). You may need to use the green arrows to scroll through the list if it is longer than can be shown in the box. Click on the appropriate “Select” button to choose your specific vehicle.
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4) Depending on the vehicle, there could be a range of 1-7 topics pertaining to that particular model. Topics may include Repair Information, Technical Bulletins & Recalls, Diagrams, Maintenance Intervals, Specifications, Labor Times, or Diagnostic Information. Select the topic by clicking on the topic title.
