
How to Use the Windows 7 Magnifier Program

1) Click on the Start Menu and then click on All Programs. From the list which appears select Magnifier.

2) A small window will appear. Use the + and – buttons in the window to change the percentage of zoom desired.
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3) Under the Views dropdown menu is the choice between three different views:

a. Full Screen Mode will magnify the entire screen to the percentage selected. Move the mouse to bring other parts of the screen into view.
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b. Lens Mode essentially turns the cursor into a magnifying glass. A square will appear on the screen in place of the cursor and whatever it glides over will be magnified to the percentage selected.
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c. Docked Mode also magnifies whatever the cursor glides over however the magnified area will appear in a rectangular box along the top of the screen rather than in the location of the cursor.
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4) It is easy to get a little disoriented when using this program, if this happens the use of keyboard shortcuts can be helpful, see chart below.

	Ctrl+Alt+R
	Resize the lens

	Windows Key+Esc
	Exit Magnifier program
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
