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Facebook Privacy Settings
Selecting Your Audience
Choosing your audience is the first step in your privacy settings. You can edit this from 3 places: 
· Under your Privacy Settings (for a global change on all your Facebook info)
· On individual posts
· On your profile (Photo, About, sections, etc.) 
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Example of audience options when posting a status update

[image: ]These options are not always attached to every item when editing your information:
· Only me: Your posts and information only visible to you.
· Friends: Only those you’ve connected with can see or interact with what you share.
· Friends of Friends: Your information will extend to your friend’s connections as well.
· Public: Everyone can see your information.
· Lists: Separate your friends into lists when you want to share certain things with only the people on that list. From Home page: Friends Lists – Create List (add names of friends to create): you will now have it in your audience options.
· Custom: Allows you to select individuals or lists to share your post with (or not).
View As
[image: ]Allows you to see what your profile looks like to other users of Facebook.  You can check to see if your privacy settings are as secure as you’d like.  From the top bar: select [image: ] >  Privacy Shortcuts > Who Can See My Stuff > View As
Choose to preview your profile as the PUBLIC or VIEW AS SPECIFIC PERSON (any of your Facebook friends).  This will allow you to make decisions about what features or information you want to share or keep private on your profile. These can be managed in your SETTINGS. 
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Activity Log
Review what you’ve posted in the past find out who has tagged your profile to their posts. One of the best privacy features. From the your profile page (below cover photo): Activity Log
Privacy Options
From the top bar: select [image: ]  > Settings

PRIVACY 
· Who can see my future posts? This is an umbrella audience selector which overrides individual posts that had selected audiences.
· Limit Past Posts will make a global audience change to all your previous posts.  People who you’ve tagged and their friends may still be able to see these.
· Who can contact me? Choose from: EVERYONE, or FRIENDS OF FRIENDS.
· Who can look me up? Choose how you can be searched (by email or phone).
· Search engines. When this is on, search engines may link to your profile in their results.
TIMELINE AND TAGGING 
· Who can post on my Timeline? Stop friends from posting anything to your timeline.
· Review posts you’re tagged in before it appears on your timeline.
· View As allows you to preview what your profile looks like to other users on Facebook.
· Who can see posts you’ve been tagged in on your Timeline? Several options available.
· Who can see what others post on your Timeline? If you don’t want to stop friends from posting to your Timeline, but you don’t want this shared to your audience.
· Review tags people add to your posts before they appear. When you approve a tag, the person tagged and their friends may be able to see your post.
· When you're tagged in a post, who do you want to add to the audience if they aren't already in it? Use this option when you want to be tagged but you want to limit who sees it.
· Who sees tag suggestions when photos that look like you are uploaded? This uses facial recognition to link to your profile: this is not yet available in Canada.
BLOCKING
· Restricted list: Restrict certain “friends” from seeing your content. That friend will not be notified if you restrict them. 
· Block users will make you invisible to another Facebook user (they don’t have to be friends). That user will not be notified if you block them.
· Other options: you can block messages, apps, invites and pages.
Using Apps and Games
When using the Facebook platform to access apps, games, quizzes, and other sites, you are giving permission to access public information from your Facebook account, including your name, gender, profile picture, and friends list.
You can control the level of sharing with Facebook by:

· Using a different login on sites (normal email & password)
· Reviewing the site/app terms before signing in using your Facebook account login
· Disabling the Facebook platform, stopping all interactions with other sites/apps: SETTINGS > APPS > edit (disable) APPS/WEBSITES/PLUG-Ins
