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iPad Photo Editing

Learn about some free apps that can help you turn your digital snapshots into works of art.  Please bring your own iPad and your Apple ID password for downloading apps.

Talking Points, Topics, and Activities (85mins)
1. Make an informed choice about which free photo editing app(s) they would like to use (10 mins) 
· Photos 
· Easy-to-use editing tool
· Non-destructive editing; you can always revert to the original image
· Photos edited in third party apps (like the ones listed below) can usually be saved to Photos
· Pic Collage
· Lets you make e-cards and collages from your photos
· Allows you to take photos within the app or edit existing photos
· Allows you to add text and stickers to your photo collages; some are free and some cost money
· Quotes Creator
· Uses your photos as background images for quotes
· Allows you to customize text colour, size, and font
· Prisma
· Applies artistic effects to your photos
· Choose from an ever-growing list of filters
· Allows you to take photos within the app or edit existing photos

2. Use the Photos app to edit photos (40 mins)
· Photo editing in the Photos app changed slightly with the upgrade to iOS 11.  If you have an earlier operating system, some steps will look different.  Participants should NOT upgrade during class. 
· When you open the Photos app, you will see your photo roll (a visual summary of the photos you’ve taken).  You can edit a photo by tapping on the photo you’d like to edit.  An edit button will appear in the top right.

· Tapping Edit will bring up the editing toolbar at the bottom of the screen.  There are six editing tools pre-installed:

· Editing Tools
(briefly review functions of each using an actual photo)

	“Auto-enhance will instantly improve your picture’s exposure, contrast, saturation, and other qualities. It's the fastest way to make your photo even more amazing.”  It is the easiest photo editing tool to use.  Simply tap the auto-enhance icon and the app will improve your photo by making small changes to light and colour levels.

	To correct red-eye simply tap red-eye reduction and then tap each red eye in the photo.

	Crop allows you to resize your photos, or remove the outer parts of an image to accentuate the subject matter.  “You can drag the corners of the grid tool to set your own crop, then move the wheel to tilt or straighten your photo.”

	“Tap to experiment with your device's built-in photo filters. Give your photo a different color effect, such as Vivid or Drama. Or try classic black and white looks like Mono and Silvertone.”

	In Adjustments, use one of three smart sliders to find just the right lighting and color.  The smart sliders make a number of adjustments with a single gesture.  For more precise control, “tap  [image: https://support.apple.com/library/content/dam/edam/applecare/images/en_US/il/ios9-photos-adjust-filter-menu-icon.png] , then tap [image: https://support.apple.com/library/content/dam/edam/applecare/images/en_US/il/ios9-photos-adjust-filter-dropdown-icon.png] and a menu of individual tools lets you make precise adjustments.”

ACTIVITY: Walk participants through Test Yourself on Activity Sheet (reinforce the learning points in this section).

· Test Yourself:  You have taken a beautiful photo and would like to give it a little boost before sending it to a friend.  You only have a minute or two to spend.  Which tool would you use?  (Auto-enhance would be the fastest)
· Test Yourself Further:  The water bottle in this photo takes attention away from the subject matter.  What tool would you use to edit it out? (Crop)
· Experiment:  Choose (or take) a photo.  Play with the tools and try and improve your photo.  Don’t worry about ruining the original image.  Photos photo editing is non-destructive; you can always tap Revert to return to your original image.

(Depending on how quickly or slowly the class is moving, this next section can be included or skipped.)
· Markup:  
· add text to an image (including emojis) 
· draw directly on your image.  
· To access it, simply tap on the … icon at the bottom right of the screen (pictured below) and a speech balloon will appear. Tap Markup.

· You’ll see a new selection of tools appear at the bottom of the screen.  The tools include:  a pen, a marker, a pencil, an eraser, and a lasso.  The lasso allows you to isolate and move a marking you have made.

ACTIVITY: Walk participants through Test Yourself on Activity Sheet (reinforce the learning points in this section).

· Test Yourself:  Choose (or take) a photo of yourself.  Use the pen to write Hello on your image in green.  
· Test Yourself Further:  Draw three red hearts on your photo.  Erase one of them.  
· Experiment:  Use the lasso to capture one of the hearts and move it to a different place in the photo.

3. Download and open the photo editing app of your choice (5-10 mins) 
· Search for the desired app (“Prisma”, “Pic Collage”, and/or “Quotes Creator”) in the App Store.  
· Tap Get and then Install.  
· You may be prompted to enter your Apple ID and password.  
· Once the app has finished installing, open the app.
4. Manipulate photos using the app of your choice (20 mins) 
· Divide into three groups: Quotes, Collages, Artists 
· Groups work together and follow instructions on handout to manipulate photos
· Manipulate one of your photos using one of these apps:
· Prisma
· Easiest to use  
· Take a new photo by pressing the camera icon at the centre of the bottom of the screen.  
· Use an existing photo by pressing the up arrow icon underneath the camera.  
· Choose an effect to apply to your photo by tapping one of the options.  Prisma will do the rest!

· To save your new photo to your Photos app, tap the Share button, then tap Save.

· Quotes Creator
· To import your photo, tap Background at the bottom of the screen.

· Choose a photo from your photo gallery.  To enter your quote, double tap the centre of the screen.

· Type your quote and tap the checkmark.

· Tap the share icon to save your project to Photos.

· Pic Collage
· Choose the type of project you’d like to create: Grids, Cards, Freestyle.
· Choose photos from your photo library to add to the project.  Tap the checkmark at the top right when you are done.   The number before the checkmark tells you how many photos you have chosen.
· Tap the plus at the bottom centre of the screen to add stickers, text, or doodles to your collage.  You can also tap plus to change the background. 
· Tap Done when you’re project is finished.  It is not saved to Photos until you tap Save to Library. 

· Note:  Quotes Creator and Pic Collage both app have pop-up ads.  When they start, you need to wait until the X shows up in the top right corner before you can close the ad and resume working on your project. 
Wrap Up/Closing (7 mins)
· If the class is in The Lab, ask participants if they’d like to share their edited images on screen
· Groups briefly (1-2 min) share their experience of using the different apps 
· Highlight the upcoming technology classes and share the types of topics that will be covered
· Ask if there are questions and answer any that were “parked” during the session
· Thank participants for coming and ask them to complete the class survey before leaving
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
